% error compares the actual and the experimental values.  This section also includes graphs that are required.  In addition, add graphs of your own that serve to further illustrate the data.  Be sure to describe the interesting features of these added graphs.

Explain/justify the % errors.  Even if your errors are very small analyze (quantitatively)


the various sources of error.  (See Lab Manual).  Refer to the table of data and the graphs.
